GAMBIAN SOCIETY AND HOW TO OVERCOME IT

In a diverse society of the Gambia much of the daily routine of
the society involves information exchange and coordination. The fact
that the society faces problems in communication makes it difficult
for people to do large cooperative businesses and even sharing
knowledge from each other in some cases. Communication is a vital
tool in our lives which we can use to coordinate our daily activities.
To the extent that both these activities are dependent upon commu-
nication networks, communication thus becomes a plausible focus
for comparative organizational analysis. These and many of the
problems hinder communication in such a society.

In the first place is the inter-cultural communication that makes
problems to an effective communication. The problems of inter-
cultural communication in Gambian society go beyond the spoken
and written language of another culture. The barriers are caused by
semantic differences, word connotation, differences of tone and
perception. Nonverbal communication has different meanings in
different cultures. Orientations to signs and the meaning of signs
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differ widely among cultures. The cross-cultural difference can be
reduced to a great degree if the differences are realized by the
senders and receivers. Emphasis should be more on description
rather than interpretation and the interpretation should never be taken
as final rather as developing. People take some signs and interpre-
tation very offensive while for others it is normal.

Secondly, is the political environment of the Gambian society. An
unnatural communication process can be created by the political
environment in a society. The term “political’ in a society refers to
groups formed on the basis of caste, creed or color. In such groups
are not required for a unified growth of communication. The required
form of communication in such a case is, that polity should
encourage effective communication as people are sensitive to others
feelings. A polite and concerned atmosphere can lead to effective
communication. Soft words should be used to convey hard meanings,
but in case that is not possible, the management has to resort to other
means to convey the message in a clear and accurate form.

Thirdly, this is a technological aspect. Coming up of technologies
have led to many changes in the Gambian societal communication
processes. People have changed the way they communicate in
different ways. Telephone remains the major communication device
among people in developed nations, but cellular phones are fast
replacing the non-cellular ones in most parts of the world. Circulated
computer technology is increasing in use. People within an
organization have started communicating directly on a computer
network. Satellites and fiber optics allow high speed connections
among networks at any of an organization’s locations. An organi-
zation with global operations can move all forms of information
quickly to distant places. In such a society welcomes all technologies
to ease communication where different signs and interpretation are
being made use of.

To conclude, communication nowadays form a great part of the
polices made in societies globally. People try to ease communication
by making use of different kind of technologies emerging, and some
visits expertise to developed themselves in this field, and this
contributes a lot.
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
