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WINE TOURISM OF KHERSON REGION

Wine tourism in Ukraine has begun to develop recently. It combines an educational program, tasting, the 
purchase of finished products, and at the same time visiting the sights of the region. It will be interesting to study it.

Each wine region is distinguished by its natural and socio-economic conditions of formation. The Kherson region 
is unique and investigated in the course of the work. The methods of comparison and observation were used.

In his studies, V.A. Rybintsev [1] considers wine tourism as a part o f green tourism, which today is very 
popular in the world, but in our country it is just beginning to emerge. The secret o f the popularity of this tourism 
industry is obvious: it is both entertainment and green tourism. The southern lands o f the Kherson region are ideal 
for viticulture and winemaking. This region has unique historical, cultural, and natural resources. High-quality 
grape varieties such as Pinot Fran, Pinot Gris, Sauvignon, Cabernet, and Riesling were planted on the territory. 
These varieties are still the main part of the vines cultivated on the farm.

Quality wines are produced in wineries with a rich history. The main manufacturers of the Kherson region are, 
for example, the Winery of Prince Tmbetskoy, this winery is known as the only historical chateau [2], 
"T syurupinskoe" is a large wine-making enterprise with a unique raw material base - 768 hectares o f grape plantations. 
For more than 70 years there has been a cognac production near the town of Novaya Kakhovka, which, according to 
experts, is on a par with the world-famous French town of Cognac - the agricultural company "Tavria".
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
