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In the process of Ukraine’s integration into the global educational
space, higher education institutions (HEIs) face not only new oppor-
tunities but also a range of barriers and challenges. Current trends in
the global education market set high demands for the quality of
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educational programs, the level of academic mobility, digitalization,
and international competitiveness. At the same time, the conse-
quences of the war, limited funding, and insufficient international
recognition of Ukrainian universities complicate their integration.
The low quality of educational services negatively affects compe-
titiveness in the global labor market [5].

As of 2025, the main barriers and challenges for Ukrainian HEIs
in the international education market under wartime conditions
include: the demographic crisis and youth migration, financial insta-
bility, cyber threats and IT infrastructure vulnerability, brain drain,
destruction and damage to physical infrastructure, instability of the
educational process, competition in the international education
market, limited opportunities for academic mobility, fragmented
international cooperation, non-compliance of educational programs
with international standards, inequality in access to education, as
well as psychological challenges and social stress [1; 3].

During the war, HEIs across various regions of Ukraine have
suffered significant losses. Donetsk was the most affected, with 72 %
of universities destroyed or damaged: 4 completely destroyed,
9 damaged, and 8 relocated (Fig. 1).

The population dynamics show that after reaching its peak in the
1980s (about 50 million people), the population has been gradually
decreasing, and future projections indicate further decline [4].

For HEIs, this means an intensification of the following
challenges: a decrease in the number of high school graduates, which
reduces domestic demand for educational services; increased
competition among universities for applicants; financial risks; and
dependence on external factors, particularly the volume and quality
of immigration, which can create new segments for educational prog-
rams but requires adaptation to the cultural and linguistic charac-
teristics of students.

The processes of digitalization and globalization have a signifi-
cant impact on the behavioral characteristics of young generations.
Despite the challenges of war, representatives of Generations Z and
Alpha actively integrate modern gadgets and digital resources into
their daily lives to meet educational and social needs. In this context,
public administration faces a strategic task — to reform the national
education system in line with global trends, ensuring the sustaina-
bility of transformation processes and minimizing potential risks.

One of the key challenges for Ukrainian HEIs has been the brain
drain caused by the forced migration of students and teachers. Due to
aggression, infrastructure destruction, and large-scale migration,
Ukraine’s higher education system risks losing a significant part of
its human capital. However, universities have developed effective
mechanisms of communication with those students who remain
abroad, ensuring their continued studies at Ukrainian HEIs, while
teachers have gained the opportunity to conduct classes remotely [3].

Thus, the war has intensified systemic problems in higher edu-
cation, while simultaneously highlighting the need for digitalization,
the development of distance learning formats, and psychological
support for students and teachers. Demographic trends push univer-
sities to enter the international education market more actively,
where they must compete for foreign students, investments, and
partnerships. Overcoming these barriers requires comprehensive
strategies that include: modernization of educational programs in line
with international standards; investment in cybersecurity and digital
infrastructure; expansion of academic mobility and long-term part-
nerships; strengthening of HEIs’ financial autonomy; and systematic
state support for the restoration of destroyed universities.
