The study comprehensively examines the theoretical, analytical, and practical
aspects of water conservation in modern hotels, using the example of Radisson Blu
Resort, Bukovel. It has been proven that water conservation is one of the key issues in the
sustainable development of the hotel and restaurant business. Water resources are
becoming increasingly vulnerable in the context of climate change, urbanization, and
growing tourist flows. International standards—ISO 14001, ISO 14046, GSTC, LEED—
recognize rational water use as a fundamental component of environmental sustainability
and operational efficiency in hotels. Based on an analysis of water consumption by area,
it was found that the largest consumers are the laundry (up to 25% of the total volume),
guest rooms (35-40%), and the spa and swimming pools (15-25%). Structural
inefficiencies were identified: excessive evaporation in swimming pools, instability of
washing cycles, lack of recirculation systems, and uneven load on the water infrastructure.
The results of the heat maps of water consumption and SWOT analysis confirm that there
1s significant technical potential for reducing water consumption in the hotel. A set of
practical recommendations has been developed: technical (low-flow systems, ozone
laundry, greywater reuse, pool covers, [oT monitoring) and organizational (staff training,
guest programs, procedure optimization). The scientific novelty lies in the creation of an
integrated model for assessing water-saving effects based on microcomponent analysis
and scenario modeling.
